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Big Idea: We can know the joy of life if we walk together in His light.

But if we walk in the light, as he is in the light, we have fellowship with one another,
and the blood of Jesus, his Son, purifies us from all sin. 1 John 1:7 (NIV)

To Be An Overcomer, We Must:

1. Know Jesus With Genuine Faith

“‘Everyone who believes that Jesus is the Christ is born of God, and everyone who
loves the father loves his child as well. This is how we know that we love the
children of God: by loving God and carrying out his commands. This is love for
God: to obey his commands. And his commands are not burdensome, for everyone
born of God overcomes the world. This is the victory that has overcome the world,
even our faith. Who is it that overcomes the world? Only he who believes that
Jesus is the Son of God. 1 John 5:1-5 (NIV)

This is the one who came by water and blood--Jesus Christ. He did not come by
water only, but by water and blood. And it is the Spirit who testifies, because the
Spirit is the truth. For there are three that testify: the Spirit, the water and the blood,;
and the three are in agreement. We accept man's testimony, but God's testimony is
greater because it is the testimony of God, which he has given about his Son. Anyone
who believes in the Son of God has this testimony in his heart. Anyone who does not
believe God has made him out to be a liar, because he has not believed the testimony
God has given about his Son. 1 John 5:6-10 (NIV)

And this is the testimony: God has given us eternal life, and this life is in his Son.
He who has the Son has life; he who does not have the Son of God does not have
life. | write these things to you who believe in the name of the Son of God so that
you may know that you have eternal life. 1 John 5:11-13 (NIV)

2. Know God Hears And Answers Our Prayers

This is the confidence we have in approaching God: that if we ask anything
according to his will, he hears us. And if we know that he hears us--whatever we
ask--we know that we have what we asked of him. 1 John 5:14-15 (NIV)



If anyone sees his brother commit a sin that does not lead to death, he should pray
and God will give him life. | refer to those whose sin does not lead to death. There
is a sin that leads to death. | am not saying that he should pray about that. All
wrongdoing is sin, and there is sin that does not lead to death.

1 John 5:16-17 (NIV)

My brothers, if one of you should wander from the truth and someone should bring
him back, remember this: Whoever turns a sinner from the error of his way will save
him from death and cover over a multitude of sins.” James 5:19-20 (NIV)

3. Know That Jesus Protects You From Satan

“We know that anyone born of God does not continue to sin; the one who was born
of God keeps him safe, and the evil one cannot harm him. We know that we are
children of God, and that the whole world is under the control of the evil one.”

1 John 5:18-19 (NIV)

“You, dear children, are from God and have overcome them, because the one who
is in you is greater than the one who is in the world.” 1 John 4:4 (NIV)

“My sheep listen to my voice; | know them, and they follow me. | give them eternal
life, and they shall never perish; no one can snatch them out of my hand. My Father,
who has given them to me, is greater than all; no one can snatch them out of my
Father's hand. | and the Father are one." John 10:27-30 (NIV)

“We know also that the Son of God has come and has given us understanding, so
that we may know him who is true. And we are in him who is true--even in his Son
Jesus Christ. He is the true God and eternal life. Dear children, keep yourselves
from idols.” 1 John 5:20-21 (NIV)
